The main business activity and the essential value of the Na-
tional Federation of Farmers, consisting of 3000 members,
is promoting the needs of farmers and rural population with
the aim of improving their lives. In that sense, NFF supports
the activities aimed towards lobbying and representing
which lead to better acknowledgment of farmers in society
and impact the decision-making process. In 2019, NFF draft-
ed 12 reports, analyses and studies related to key issues for
development OF agriculture, it held a forum on agriculture,
discussions, round tables, joint events with other NGOs and
institutions which have strengthened the image of NFFin the
general publicandin society in general.

Onthe other hand, the project “Institutional Support for NFF",
supported by We Effect, enabled skills building, knowledge
transfer, linking and expanding the level and scope of NFF ac-
tivitiesin certain areas.

Starting a new project at NFF “From Disability to Food-
Ability” in collaboration with We effect and Radiohjalpen. A
new project for people with disabilities from rural areas of-
fered the NFF a new dimension of work, covering the prob-
lems of the most vulnerable population, as well as a new
obligation and responsibility to address them and fight for
the interests of these groups. The project also increased the
number of employeesand required internal reorganizationin
order to cover all aspects and not to lose the priorities in the
work of the NFF.

Expanding the partnerships at national level by creating
a stronger voice for lobbying, advocating and representing
rural population. NFF used the partnership in the “EU National
Convention in the Country” project to enhance visibility, as
well as to highlight the needs of the country’s rural popula-
tion and farmers. The convention also offered a wider, high-
level institutional discussion, on the most pressing issues in
agriculture.

Exchange of experiences and knowledge of EU examples.
The Managing Board's study visit in the Slovak Republic and
the introduction to the work of the institutions and the civil
sector in Slovakia, enabled exchange of experiences for the
process of Slovakia's accession to the EU, as well as the ap-
plied approaches (human rights, gender equality) by the
strongest Slovak organizations in the sector of agriculture
and rural development. The received information increased
the capacity of the organization in this area asa whole.

Development of NFF gender policy and election proce-
dures in the organization. During 2019, NFF developed a
completely new gender policy document whichis part of the
NFF profile and will serve as a future direction for planning
and implementation of NFF activities. In addition, as stated
in the Articles of Association, NFF began the process of de-
veloping election procedures, which are part of the Rules of
Procedure of the NFF Assembly.

1) Strengthened organizational capacity,
accountability and strategic direction, as well as
services for the members and strengthening the
regional presence of NFF

NFF increased its active membership by the end of the
yearfor405 additionalindividual members, whichis about
90% of the projections. The structure of the new member-
ship includes 147 women and 86 members belonging to
the category of young farmers. The revenues from mem-
bership and new services increased to MKD 231,860.

The services developed by NFFin 2019 include the follow-
ing: honey analysis discount for NFF members, prepara-
tion of a food operator protocol for direct farm sales, sup-
port for establishing and registration of LAG (local action
groups). The services are developed based on the needs
and theinterests of farmers.

NFF continued with its democratic procedures and trans-
parentworkin 2019, organizing 4 meetings of the Manag-
ingBoard and the General Assembly at which 81people, 64
delegates were present. In the qualitative process, based
onits rules and requlations, NFF made about 30 decisions
at Managing Board level, which are currently applied.
Alongwith the decisions, the NFF Strategy 2019-2023 was
fully developed and approved by the General Assembly as
the base for the organization’s future work.

2) NFF hasincreased its field presence through the
strengthened regional representation network

The regional NFF representation model has been amend-
edseveraltimesinordertofind the right form to approach
the farmers and persuade them to join. The 2019 model
included 3 info points (2 local organizations and 1 coop-
erative), NFF members who took on the role of promoting
the NFF's vision, mission and interests in the area where
they work. Moreover, one regional coordinator was very
successful in 2019, in terms of increasing the NFF mem-
bership. The number of new members is about 90% of the
projections, which can be considered a success in 2019.

3) NFFislobbying for the farmers’ interest

P NFF has developed 11new lobbying and advocacy initia-
tives: recommendations for amendments to the Wine
Act, recommendations for amendments to the Agri-
cultural Land Act, recommendations for the purchase
price of wheat, recommendations for the purchase
price of wine, recommendations for solving problems
of farmers who buy seedlings for grapes and fruits not
covered by IPARD and the Rural Development Pro-
gramme, recommendations for the Direct Payments
Programme, recommendations and direct participation
in the preparation of the Regulation on sale of home
processed food of plant and animal origin (NFF actively

4) NFF promotes gender equality

129 women participated in 7 educational debates
(Resen, Negotino, Gostivar, Kocani, Berovo, Bogdanci and
Makedonski Brod) in the rural areas of the country on
gender equality and human rights through the prism of
agriculture and rural development and unequal access to
land for women, according to CEDAW recommendations
for rural women. The new measure to support women's
entrepreneurship was presented at the meetings, along
with a discussion on the position of rural women, as well
as their options for adding value to their products and
valuing their work. These events increase the interest
and awareness in rural areas of such issues and help
women emerge as leaders in such processes. In addition, a
brochure on women's leadership and entrepreneurship was
developed which will further serve as educational material
forwomeninrural areas.

P> NFF organized a study visit for rural women in Novi Sad,
Serbia, for 15 women farmers. They visited the Agriculture
Fair in Novi Sad, as well as an apple orchard agricultural
cooperative with a refrigerator within the orchard and
a sheep farm with a Romanov sheep that expanded the
options for business activities, as well as the possibilities for
exchanging experiences with producers of similar products.

The Young Farmers Network continues to be NFF's focus of
interest. The continuous motivation of young people, their
involvement in activities and their frequent communication
have enabled an increase in the membership of the Young
Farmers Network by almost 25% in one year. NFF supported
the annual event of the Young Farmers Network with 40 par-
ticipantsand organized a study visit of 13 young farmersin Ser-
bia 5o that they can get acquainted with the successful busi-
ness experiences in Serbia. Supporting young farmers is still a
major challenge, since the emigration of young people from
rural areasis onaconstantrise.

7) Education and Information

Education and information are considered to be one of the
NFF's priorities related to its membership needs. During 2019,
NFF continued its educational and informational activities, in-
cluding 3 editions of the magazine Moja Zemja and 3 editions
of themagazine Tokalme.These two magazines continue to be
unique in their form and content, as they present information
on new production technologies, tips, recommendations for
improvement and they share experiences at alevel that farm-
ers canunderstand and apply in their daily activities.

Onitswebsite,as well as on the social network - Facebook, NFF
continuesto provide information being read by more and more
visitors. The NFF website had 19,000 views in 2019 alone. These
are the organization's strong media tools for fast and conveni-
ent conveying of information, as well as a platformwhere edu-
cational materials and success stories can be shared.

protection in agriculture) covered 118 farmers who had the op-
portunity to hear expert opinions and advice onproductionin4
agricultural sectors and get advice on how to adapt to climate
change and mitigateits consequences. These workshops show
that farmers' understanding of the effects of climate change
is increasing, as is their awareness of climate change, and that
they are prepared to take appropriate action to protect their
productioninthelongrun.

Two workshops for inclusion of young people and minori-
ties and vulnerable categories were organized in Konche and
Makedonski Brod. Both workshops raised the issues of pover-
ty, underdevelopment, limited access and the possibilities of a
way out. Asaresult of this process, the group in Konche formed
alocal organization, trying to reach out to institutions and do-
norstorecognize them, while the group from MakedonskiBrod
started working as a regional info point of NFF and to expand
ouractivitiesin this part of the country.

During 2019, NFF prepared 4 short overviews of the policies
on agriculture and rural development of the EU (EU Common
Agricultural Policy - CAP) in cooperation with the Faculty of
Agricultural Sciences and Food, Skopje. The reviews of the poli-
cies were mostly informative and were presented to 28 par-
ticipants (members of the Managing Board and members of
sub-sector groups). This workshop has increased the interest
among farmers for CAP,as something pendingin the upcoming
period.

As part of the discussions, in this regard, NFF organized 2
meetings with the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Water
Management to address the challenges with the IPARD Pro-
gramme and the National Agriculture Support Programme and
made analysis and recommendations for the State Direct Pay-
ments Programme.

The National Federation of Farmers, in cooperation with the
Office of the UN Resident Coordinator, organized an event to
present the United Nations Declaration on the Rights of Peas-
ants and Other Persons Living in Rural Areas, as a document
that can be used as basis for promotion and implementation of
therights of people livingin these areas.

In 2019, the National Federation of Farmers continued its
activities of educating farmers in NFF through study circles,
a Swedish method of adult learning. Two study circles were
formed, the first in Gevgelija on the topic “Irrigation in condi-
tions of climate change”, which started at the end of 2018 and
endedinFebruary2019,and the second in Timjanik on the topic
“Production of madjun’ (grape jam).

NFF had 177 media releases and the general public
recognizes the NFF as a true voice of farmers and a
strong representative of farmers’ interests with many
activities in the field of gender equality. NFF networking,
transfer of new experiences, visited events, including the
Agriculture Forum, the International Rural Women's Day,
active participation in the EU Convention in the Republic
of Macedonia, high-level meetings with decision-makers,
contributed to the greater popularity of NFF, but are also
an obligation for the NFF to continue to represent and
work for the interests of farmers.

The presence of the organization has been increased with
the production of the documentary on people with special
needs on STV-Sweden, where the NFF was recognized as
an important factor in rural communities, leading the
project for socio-economic empowerment of people with
special needs/disabilities in rural areas. The visit of the
NFF by the Secretary General of Radiohjalpen, as well as
the preparatory visit of the We Effect team, led by Marcus
Lundstedt, expanded the activities of the NFF in terms of
its presence and promotion of results.

NFF networking in the gender equality initiatives (3 media
events) helped the NFF to highlight the rural dimension of
such activities and promote the needs of rural women.

NFF, together with We effect and the Institute for Special
Educationand Rehabilitation at the Faculty of Philosophuy,
on November 28th 2019 organized a press conference
for the presentation of the project “From Disability to
FoodAbility™ at which the students from the Institute
for Special Education and Rehabilitation were present
and they got acquainted with the project activities
and were offered the opportunity to get involved as
volunteers. Regarding this press conference held within
the project “From disability to FoodAbility", there were
14 announcements in the media (web, radio) about NFF
which increased the presence of NFF as an organization
and the activities it implementsin that respect.
